History reference
Kromy, an old Russian city, the same age as Moscow, celebrated its 870th anniversary in 2017.

 The first mention of Kromy in the annals dates back to 1147 during the time of the Old Russian State, when there was an internecine struggle between the Chernigov princes. A relatively small, well-fortified city was built on the left high bank of the Kroma River (a tributary of the Oka River), which maintains economic ties with other settlements of southeastern Russia - Mtsensky, Novosil, Bolkhov and Bryansk.

At the same time, Kromy was a major point protecting the Russian outskirts from attack by the Khazar Kaganate, Pechenegs, and Polovtsy.

Since the late 30s of the 13th century, Kromy have repeatedly been devastated by the Tatar hordes.

Since the mid-14th century, Kroma has been part of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. In 1356, the Lithuanian prince Olgerd annexed both banks of the Kroma River.

The historical role fell to Krom in the Time of Troubles, namely in 1605, when the first False Dmitry was defeated at Dobrynichy, and then in Putivl, the adherent of the impostor Akinfiev and the Don Cossacks of the ataman Korela settled in Kromy.

In the following years, Kroma was the scene of military operations during the campaigns against Moscow of the troops of Bolotnikov (1606) and False Dmitry II (1608).

In 1668, in the Kromsky fortress, the garrison consisted of 260 service people. Service people and their families lived in the villages around the fortress and posad. The names of modern alleys - Streletsky, Pushkarsky, Dragunsky - retain the memory of the settlements existing here. In 1673, on the occasion of the war with the Crimea, the fortifications of the city were renewed.

Since 1798, Kromy is a county town of the Oryol province. In the eighteenth century, the city was stretched along the Moscow road. All residential buildings and public quarters were formed along it, according to a regular plan. The Nedna River picturesquely crossed the city from north to south, dividing it into two large residential areas, connecting across the bridge with the main bridgehead on which the church was built.

Until the mid-nineteenth century, Kroma did not have much economic significance, but the situation changed when the well-equipped Moscow-Oryol-Kursk highway passed through Kroma, and Orel turned into a large railway junction in the Oryol province. Under these conditions, in Kromy, the industrial (oil mill, hemp processing, and blacksmithing) and trade operations related to the sale of bread, hemp and other agricultural products have expanded significantly. Numerous inns appeared in the city, bringing significant income to their owners.

In addition, the city was a relatively large cultural center for the surrounding area. By 1917, a female gymnasium, two male schools (elementary and parish), a library, a book warehouse, two charitable societies, four parish, two cemetery and one house churches were located here.

During the years of the Civil War, Kroma again became the scene of hostilities. In October 1919 there were fierce battles between the Volunteer Army, advancing on Moscow and parts of the Red Army. The consequences of the civil war adversely affected Kromy - the county’s urban economy was ruined.

However, in the early 1920s, a gradual restoration of the economy of Krom and the surrounding area began. In Kromy, a hen mill, creamery, a food processing plant, a flour mill, a power plant, and a tractor station were built.

On July 30, 1928, the Kromskoy district was formed as part of the Oryol district of the Central Black Sea Region with its center in the village of Kromy.

By the decision of the Oryol Oblast Executive Committee of December 20, 1957, the Center of the Kromsky District - with. Kromy was categorized as workers' settlement.

During the Second World War, Kroma was captured by German troops on October 2, 1941. And in the summer of 1943, the famous offensive operation "Kutuzov" was carried out in the region of Orel and Krom, as a result of which Kromy were liberated by our troops on August 6, 1943.
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Kromchan sacredly honor the memory of fallen soldiers in the Great Patriotic War. On the territory of the district there are 30 military graves in the urban settlement. Kromy has Victory Square, where a monument is erected on the mass grave of Soviet soldiers and busts of the Heroes of the Soviet Union.

Four of our countrymen became Heroes of the Soviet Union. This is native to. Apalkovo - guards. Captain infantryman Kostin Ivan Ivanovich, Puzyrev Sergey Mikhailovich - an infantryman, an ordinary native of the Zagniletsky farm, died in 1943 in the battle for the village of Petrovka in the Dnepropetrovsk region, pilot Lieutenant Fedorichev Nikolai Filippovich from the village of Fedotovo. A native of the village of M. Ryzhkovo, Kolosov Nikolay Grigorievich - artilleryman, captain. The full cavalier of the Order of Glory was a private soldier, infantryman Lebedev Nikolay Afanasevich, originally from the village of Atyaevka.

Kromskaya land brought up 12 heroes of Socialist labor.

Natives of Krom are: Valentin Alekseevich Belyaev (1894 - 1987), geologist, professor of the Moscow Mining Academy, doctor of sciences Alexander Alexandrovich Gapeev (1881-1958), local historian Ivan Ivanovich Lebedev (1882), an artist and illustrator of natural science manuals for educational institutions - 1937), commander, Colonel General Nikolai Pavlovich Sidelnikov (1882 - 1937 gt), participant in the revolutionary movement in 1825, Russian army officer Fedor Osipov, world-famous biologist and scientist Alexei Kurentsov. The great Russian writer N.S. Leskov lived all his childhood and youth in the village of Panino, Kromsky District.
Production and economic potential of the region
Industry
 The most important sector of the economy remains industrial production, which determines the revenue side of the district’s consolidated budget. Currently, the manufacturing industry is represented by 9 main enterprises:

- 2 sewing enterprises: PKU IK - 6, LLC NPK "Form - style";

- 1 company for the production of animal feed, processing and storage of grain: LLC Kromskoy feed mill;
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LLC “Kromsk feed mill”

- 2 food industry enterprises:

  LLC "Trading House", PA "Bread factory";

- 2 enterprises for the production of building materials: LLC "Master", LLC "Disa";

- 1 enterprise for the production of membrane tanks LLC "UNIGIBI";

- Pig slaughtering workshop of Znamensky SGC .

The volume of industrial production in 2018 amounted to 7.823 billion rubles. or 102.9% by 2017.

More than 25% of the employed population of the region is working in industry, the average monthly salary for 2018 is 21147 rubles, the growth rate is 118.7%.

         Most of the shipped products (90%) are accounted for by Znamensky SGC LLC and Kromsk feed mill LLC.
Agriculture.
            The agricultural complex is one of the priorities of the socio-economic development of the Kromsky district. Prospects for the development of the agro-industrial complex of the region are connected, first of all, with work on attracting investments in agriculture, updating the material and technical base of agricultural enterprises, and the speedy introduction of new advanced technologies in production. Moreover, the main goal is to increase the welfare and quality of life of rural residents, which is primarily determined by stability and wage growth, the development of rural infrastructure. Agricultural production in the region is carried out by: 5 agricultural enterprises, separate divisions of Orel-Agro-Product LLC, Miratorg-Orel LLC, 37 operating peasant (farmer) farms, 5752 private subsidiary farms.
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         In the structure of gross output, 67% falls on agricultural enterprises, 24% - on personal subsidiary plots, 9% - on peasant farms.

Gross agricultural production in current prices in all categories of farms in 2018 amounted to 2.1 billion rubles.

          Harvest of grain and leguminous crops - 159.4 thousand tons in net weight with an average yield of 40 kg / ha.

         For the harvest of 2019, winter crops were sown on an area of ​​more than 16 thousand hectares.

        Particular attention is paid to state support for agricultural enterprises. Thanks to the implementation of the priority national project “Development of the agro-industrial complex” and the State Program for the Development of Agriculture, the economy of agricultural organizations has improved, the activities of large agro-industrial groups have been developed, and work on the social development of rural areas has intensified. In 2018, subsidies and grants were paid - 161.8 million rubles.
The development of small and medium enterprises
As of January 1, 2019, the region has 76 small and medium-sized enterprises, 341 individual entrepreneurs without a legal entity. The number of employees in this sector of the economy is about 2 thousand people. or 40% of the total number of employees in the area. This industry continues to develop successfully, increase production, work and services, and improve quality.
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Consumer market.
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	The consumer market of the region is developing dynamically, its distinguishing feature is a high degree of commodity saturation, walking distance.

The provision of residents of the district with retail space is 480 sq.m. per 1000 inhabitants, which is 16% higher than the standard.

In the field of trade and public catering, more than 450 people are employed. or 10% of the employed population of the area.

        For the period of 2018, 5 new retail facilities were opened, 12 jobs were created.


Investment activity and construction.         
In the socio-economic development of the municipality, the most important role is played by the investment processes taking place in the district. Recently, the problem of creating an effective system for managing the investment activity of the territory as an important part of the current investment process has become very urgent.

The total volume of investments in fixed assets in 2018 amounted to 1,517.3 million rubles, which is 2 times higher than the level of 2018.

 The main sources of investment in the region are funds from budgets of all levels, own and borrowed funds of enterprises and organizations.

The district administration, as well as the administrations of the settlements, are taking active steps to raise funds from higher budgets.

In total, 5 investment companies are operating in the region, 6 investment projects are being implemented.

Department of Housing and Utilities.
Housing and communal services is one of the most complex sectors and represents a whole complex with the functioning of the entire process for the provision of housing and communal services.

At present, 4 management companies and 6 homeowners associations provide management and provide services for the maintenance and repair of common property in apartment buildings, TeploMir LLC provides water supply services, Bort LLC water supplies, Shakhovsky municipal utility systems s / p ", LLC" Vodokanal and company. "

There are 21 boiler rooms, 2.2 km of heating networks, 200 km of water supply, 56 wells, 7 pump stations, 23 km of drainage networks.

In accordance with the Federal Law of July 21, 2007 No. 185 “On the Fund for Assistance to the Reform of Housing and Communal Services”, work is underway in the region to create safe and favorable living conditions for citizens. Successfully implemented municipal targeted programs for the resettlement of citizens from emergency housing and the overhaul of apartment buildings. Overhaul 40 apartment buildings, relocated 69 people. of three emergency homes.

In 2018, housing and communal services organizations provided services to the population of the district in the amount of more than 120 million rubles.

The main task of the industry and housing and communal services enterprises is to further reform the industry in order to achieve break-even activities of housing and communal services enterprises in the provision of services while improving the quality of housing and communal services.
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Overhaul and

  improvement of house territories.
The district has a multifunctional social infrastructure. The necessary conditions are provided for the effective functioning of educational, cultural and healthcare institutions.
1743 people are enrolled in general education institutions, and 658 children in preschool groups.

282 teachers work.

The average salary of teachers for 2018 is 23,374 rubles. (an increase of 104%).

Teachers of district schools, preschool teachers are annually winners of pedagogical skills contests at the federal, regional and municipal levels.

In 2018, 236.7 million rubles were allocated to create conditions for the effective functioning and development of the municipal education system
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       All students receive compulsory 2 meals a day, in addition, for those who attend an extended day group, an afternoon snack is organized. The cost of food for one student is 40 rubles.

In 2018, 6 million rubles were allocated from the district budget for the nutrition of schoolchildren.

All schools and kindergartens are equipped with automatic fire alarms, an energy audit was conducted.

Culture. 

Particular attention of the district administration in the field of culture is aimed at preserving creative potential, reviving and preserving folk traditions, historical and cultural heritage, and developing cultural, leisure and creative activities.

There are BMU “Center for Culture and Leisure”, MBU “Kromsk Inter-settlement Central Library”, 12 municipal government institutions - centers of cultural and library services, MBOU DOD “Kromsk Children's Art School”.

 The library system has a fund of more than 170 thousand books, the percentage of coverage of the population of the district with library services in the village is about 50%.

The Children's Art School continues its fruitful, eventful work, constantly introducing innovations and maintaining traditions. Pupils of the Children's School of Arts and teachers are winners, prize winners and laureates of all-Russian, regional and district competitions, owners of grants from the Head of the district.
